Be aware of your surroundings! 							 	    
When you’re on your way home, use your mirrors, look around, make sure as best as you can that you’re not being followed. If you are being followed…DON’T GO HOME. Drive to a populated area or a police station and while driving, call the police…911. 
When you arrive home, be prepared. Have your keys ready. Keep your car alarm remote in hand. If you are approached by a stranger, hit the panic button and let that alarm activate.  
Use the escort service when going to your residence. The LCPD will meet you at your house, check your house to make sure you’re safe to enter, and will make sure you get into your residence. (504) 858-5273.
Look out for your neighbors! If you see someone or something that doesn’t look right at your neighbor’s house or in your block, it most likely isn’t! Call 911 and allow the police to investigate. 
If you hear your neighbors alarm sounding, look out your window for any suspicious activity. Document anything you may see and notify the police. 
Know what’s happening in your neighborhood and your District. Sign up for the Third District email blasts to stay informed of the crimes, apprehensions, wanted subjects, and updates within the District. To receive the email blasts from the Third District, please do the following:
